(a) Budget, Precept and Indicative Band “D” Council Tax  for 2024/25 (see attached Appendices 1-5)

Noted that for the current year there have been major cost increases due to the upgrading of the Sports Field and the cost of a contested by election whilst savings have been achieved in other areas including increased income from fees and charges and savings in the cost of energy and day to day maintenance.  In overall terms therefore at this stage the projected income and expenditure will require a transfer of £22,030 from the Reserve Fund.

For next year the budget proposals reflect the expected levels of income and expenditure which will facilitate the maintenance and running costs of the Village Hall, Sports Field and pavilion together with the annual floral displays and Christmas parade, Section 137 grants and administration costs.

It is proposed therefore that the precept be increased to £14000 with a transfer of £14,450 from the Reserve Fund
Resolved that the level of the precept be set at £14000 which will result in a Band “D” Council Tax of £9.10 and an estimated balance of £94,146 on the Reserve Fund at 31st March 2025.

Other matters raised included the parking of Hermes delivery lorries causing an obstruction on the Garngoch Industrial Estate. Lighting installed on A48 Mansion Gardens, major resurfacing works at Jct 47 and parking enforcement on Gorseinon Road.
