05.25.09 REPORT OF THE SUB COMMITTEES.

Sports Field
Councillor Mr Gareth Alban reported on a number of issues following a meeting with representatives of the Penllergaer minis. Councillor Alban indicated that a plan will be introduced for the coming season outlining when the sports field will be available for users including community use and also a fixture list of matches to be played each week. This will placed on the notice board for everyone's benefit.

Other matters addressed by Councillor Alban included proposals for charging of fees for the use of the pitches including training and friendly matches.

It was agreed that an annual plan for the Sports Field be introduced to include an annual maintenance programme.

It was noted that the newly renovated area close to the pavilion has suffered as a result of greater than expected usage exacerbated by unusually dry conditions in the Spring and Summer and will require renewed seeding and fertilising.  It  will therefore  be unavailable for a period of time and the position  be reviewed in due course.

 Other issues discussed included the the need to remind users to remove litter at the end of matches and to recycle plastic containers and also to leave the Field in a tidy condition by removing any obstacles on the pitch such as moveable goal posts. It was agreed that permission be granted for a container to be located on the Field perimeter to be used for storage of equipment at no cost to the Council.

It was also agreed to obtain an estimate for the cost of replacing the main gate.

The roof continues to leak during heavy rain and proposals for replacing the roof are continuing with hoped for assistance from an MYG grant
