(a) V Hall re roofing to include final account, and update on solar panels transfer.

However concern was expressed over the traffic implications that would likely to ensue from the proposed siting of a major warehouse distribution centre and the consequential  effect on the immediate highway infrastructure in particular the J 46 and J47. It was agreed that the matter be pursued with the local planning authority and the efficacy of  strategic transport assessment of the scheme. be questioned.
(e) Statcraft Swansea Greener Grid Park Community Fund Grant claim
